Because of the pandemic, that 
was not possible. Joshua, his 
wife, and two sons, instead 
attended an Operation 
Homefront drive-thru Holiday 
Meals for Military Families 
and Holiday Toy Drive event 
held on Nov. 21. The event 
served 300 families and was 
one of 104 hosted nationwide 
in 2020.

“During the coronavirus, 
people have lost jobs and 
Operation Homefront benefits 
a lot of people,” he said. “You 
guys have definitely blessed 
and benefited my family, and 
a bunch of other families here 
as well.”

The Holiday Meals for Military (HMFM) program started with a chance encounter and a spontaneous 
act of kindness. In 2009, at Thanksgiving, an executive of Beam Suntory encountered a military 
family in a grocery store near Fort Drum, New York. They were unable to pay for the groceries 
they had selected, and the Beam executive stepped in and covered the cost. From that act of 
appreciation from a grateful citizen, our HMFM program was born.
